Subject: Provisional Admission to Fourth Year UG Degree (Honours)  

Dear Sixth Semester Students, 

This is to inform you that applications for Provisional Admission 

to the Fourth Year Undergraduate Degree (Honours) will open on 5 

June 2026 and close on 5 July 2026.  

Applications must be submitted through Linways at: 

https://secv4.linways.com/v4/adm-applicant/login 

Admissions to the Fourth Year UG Degree (Honours) will be governed by 

the norms laid down by North-Eastern Hill University (NEHU).  

o Inter-collegiate transfers are not permitted.  

o Students opting for the Fourth Year (Honours) must continue with the 

same Major as well as the same Minor pursued earlier.  

o Students with back papers are also eligible to apply. 

There will be no merit list and no cut-off marks for admission. Admission to 

the Fourth Year (Honours) does not require CUET-PG; however, students who 

have appeared for CUET-PG may also apply. However, Fourth Year (Honours) 

in Social Work will not be offered. 

Please note that the Fourth Year Research option will not be offered. 

Students admitted under this provision will be enrolled only in the Fourth Year 

UG Degree (Honours) and not in the Honours with Research programme.  



 

 

Students desiring provisional admission in the Fourth Year (Honours) will be 

required to pay the first instalment of Rs. 15,000. The fee structure for the 

Fourth Year (Honours) will remain the same as outlined in Prospectus 2023. 

All applicants will be admitted subject to the department achieving a viable 

intake. If the viable number is met, confirmation will be notified by 10 July 2026. 

If a department does not meet the viable intake, the Fourth year (Honours) class 

for that department will not be offered, and a full refund of the amount paid will 

be issued to the concerned applicants.
